Brief Profile 
Professor Gerolymatos, was educated in classics and modern history at McGill University, in Montreal. He specializes in Military 
and Diplomatic history, and has published several articles and books on these fields, such as Espionage in Classical Greece and 
Guerilla Warfare and Espionage in Greece 1940-1944. From 1987-1996 he was the Director of the Hellenic Studies Center at 
Dawson College, in Montreal, and in 1996 he was appointed by the Hellenic Canadian Congress of BC, Chair in Hellenic Studies at 
Simon Fraser University. In 1997, Dr. Gerolymatos was appointed Director of the Research Institute on Southeastern Europe, at 
Simon Fraser University.
